RECIPE OF THE MONTH  
 

EBONY’S ROAST PUMPKIN, FETA & SPINACH CANNELLONI  
1/2  Japanese pumpkin  

1 onion 
1 tub of ricotta 

3 whole cloves of garlic 
1 jar of passata  
1/2 cup of feta 

2 cups of any spinach  
1/4 cup of olive oil 

1 packet of cannelloni pasta tubes 
1/4 cup of roasted pine nuts 

Cup of parmesan cheese 
Handful of parsley  

1. Cut pumpkin up into small cubes, cut onion into quarters, 
leave garlic cloves whole and put all into roasting dish 
covered with olive oil. Roast til browned and soft on 180 
degrees. Once roasted allow it to cool. 

2. Boil water  in a saucepan with a teaspoon of salt.  
Add    spinach, cook until it wilts and drain.  

3. When pumpkin, onion, spinach and garlic have cooled down 
place in a bowl ( squeeze out roasted garlic from skin) 
and add in ricotta and fetta, mix together. Slightly     
mashing in the pumpkin into mixture. Add in salt and      
pepper to taste. 

4. Place one cup of passata in a baking dish. Cover bottom of 
dish. Get your cannelloni tubes and spoon in mixture until 
full. Place filled cannelloni in dish and once full cover 
with remaining passata (cover over cannelloni tubes).  
Sprinkle parmesan and parsley on top. Bake for approx. 
30 mins until pasta is soft to cut through. Serve with  
salad. 

Great meal freeze. Optional– add chicken mince
